Founded in 1996, the Singapore Chinese Orchestra
(SCO) is Singapore’s only full-time professional Chinese
orchestra. With more than 1.5 million music lovers
every year who attend its concerts or tune in to its digital
streams, it is renowned for its excellence in traditional
Chinese music as well as its unique Singapore flavour.

More than 8o musicians comprise the SCO, which is
located at the Singapore Conference Hall in downtown
Singapore. It is helmed by Principal Conductor
Quek Ling Kiong, who took over the baton in 2023
from Music Director Tsung Yeh (2002-2023; named
Conductor Emeritus in 2023).

Over the years, the SCO has toured major cities in Asia
and Europe, such as Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong,
and London. Notable appearances include critically
acclaimed concerts in 2007, 2018, and 2023 at the China
Shanghai International Arts Festival, a 2019 performance
in Gwangju, South Korea, as well as a European concert
tour that year to Berlin, Prague, Forli (Italy), and Loannina
(Greece). In 2022, its musicians travelled to Germany to
perform with the Nuremberg Symphony Orchestra at
Klassik Open Air, playing to more than 75000 people.
In 2024, SCO successfully completed the China Concert
Tour to Suzhou, Tianjin and Beijing.

In the spirit of cross-cultural collaboration, the SCO
recorded Butterfly Lovers with Grammy Award-
winning violinist Joshua Bell in 2018. The recording
broke into the United Kingdom’s Official Specialist
Classical Chart Top 20 when it was released in 2023 —
a first for a Chinese orchestra.

Besides being a National Arts flagship company, the
orchestra draws on a wide range of musical influences

from Singapore, Southeast Asia and beyond. MEPAAN,
a production staged in conjunction with Sarawak-based
creative agency The Tuyang Initiative for the 2022
Singapore International Festival of Arts, combined
stirring orchestral strains with haunting indigenous
melodies. The orchestra also continues to commission
original compositions, as well as arrangements of
works from different genres, such as pop, jazz, Western
classical music, and folk tunes of other ethnic groups.

In keeping with its standing as a “People’s Orchestra”,
the SCO is committed to fostering a love for traditional
Chinese music among the wider public. Through
extensive education and outreach programmes, including
community concerts, workshops, and competitions, it
nurtures the next generation of musicians and listeners.
The Caring Series, launched in 2007, has brought the
healing power of music to people in hospitals, hospices,
and elderly homes. The orchestra’s musicians also
perform regularly at schools, and work closely with the
Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO).

The SCO has published several books on its history
and outstanding musicians. The People’s Orchestra
(2016) looks back on the ensemble’s first two decades
as a professional orchestra, and SCO Hidden Gems
was released in 2021 to mark its 25th anniversary. That
same year, the orchestra launched a Digital Archival
Portal, a repository of house programmes, music
scores, recordings and more, which will support
academic research.

Through these efforts, the SCO continues to further
its mission as a top Chinese orchestra that will
inspire and inform generations of music lovers for
decades to come.

Quek Ling Kiong is the first Principal Conductor of the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) to have been born
and bred in Singapore. Widely hailed as the “People’s
Conductor”, he has more than 25 years of professional
musical experience under his belt. He assumed the role
of Principal Conductor in 2023, after a decade as its
Resident Conductor.

He began his journey with the SCO in 1997 as its Percussion
Principal after graduating from the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music. A rising star, Quek went on to earn the Singapore
National Arts Council's (NAC) prestigious Young Artist
Award in 2002. As his focus shifted to conducting, he
became SCO’s first Conducting Assistant in 2003, before
heading to the Zurich University of the Arts where he
obtained a diploma in advanced studies in 2008. He took
up the baton as the SCO’s Associate Conductor upon
returning. Quek curated three concert seasons since he took
over musical leadership as Principal Conductor, and has led
the SCO to successful concert tours and international arts
festivals, such as the China Shanghai International Arts
Festival in 2023 and the China Tour in 2024.

Quek is active in the international music scene, with a
robust reputation beyond Singapore’s shores. He has
guest-conducted esteemed Chinese orchestras such as
the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra, Guangdong Chinese
Orchestra, Jilin Chinese Orchestra, Hong Kong Chinese
Orchestra, Taipei Chinese Orchestra and Kaohsiung
Chinese Orchestra. He also conducted symphony
orchestras in the Czech Republic during a residency in
Europe. Well-versed in the musical cultures of East and
West, he counts maestros Tay Teow Kiat, Xia Feiyun,
Tsung Yeh, Johannes Schlaefli, Marc Kissoczy, Kirk Trevor,
Jorma Panula and Kurt Masur and Kirk Trevor among his
diverse mentors.

Principal Conductor

Besides helming one of the world’s leading Chinese
orchestras, Quek is also passionate about education. He
is the Music Director of the Singapore National Youth
Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO) and has conducted it since
2004, taking it on tours to Chinese cities of Shanghai,
Beijing, Suzhou and Guangzhou, Eastern Malaysian
cities of Kota Kinabalu and Kuching. Quek has also led
the SNYCO to international arts festivals such as the
Tainan International Arts Festival, Hsinchu Chinese
Music Festival and East Malaysia Chinese Music Festival.
As Principal Guest Conductor of Singapore’s Ding Yi
Music Company (2016-2022), he also conceptualised
the Ding Yi Chinese Chamber Music Festival and the
composition festival Composium.

Quek is known for his bold, charismatic approach to
conducting and bringing Chinese orchestral music
to the masses through innovative programmes and
storytelling. He led the SCO ensemble in sold-out and
acclaimed shows such as the Young Children’s Concert,
Young People’s Concert, Mother's Day Concert, and
Concert-In-Progress. In line with his desire to bring
music to all, he became the Artistic Director of Singapore
and Hong Kong's largest inclusive orchestras — The
Purple Symphony and True Colors Symphony — in 2015
and 2019 respectively.

His achievements have garnered him accolades such
as the NAC Cultural Fellowship (2013) , the Meritorious
Award by the Composers and Authors Society of
Singapore (2016), and the Singapore Chinese Cultural
Contribution Award in the individual category (2025). The
Quek Ling Kiong Arts and Culture Scholarship was also
established at the Singapore Management University in
2019 in honour of his contributions to the arts.

Hailed by The Straits Times as an “excellent young
conductor”, Moses Gay's first foray into conducting
began at the age of 16, where he earned great praise
from renowned Chinese conductor Ku Lap Man while
conducting Phoon Yew Tien’s The Forge Ahead. Since
then, he has developed into an outstanding musician,
graduating with First Class Honours from the Nanyang
Academy of Fine Arts and obtaining a Master’s Degree
in Orchestral Conducting at the China Conservatory
of Music, both on full scholarship. Moses Gay is
currently appointed as SCO’s Associate Conductor and
Music Director of the National University of Singapore
Chinese Orchestra.

During the course of his study, Gay was privileged
to receive tutelage from eminent conductors such as
Roberto Paternostro, Martin Sieghart, Vance George,
Mark Gibson, Leon Gregorian, Wolfgang Doerner
and Marc Trautmann in various masterclasses and
as their assistant, received positive reviews from
all. He was mentored by Alexander Polischuk at
the Saint Petersburg State Conservatory in Russia
and throughout his postgraduate course, received
tutelage from Professor Youging Yang and Maestro
Tsung Yeh. While studying at the Conservatory in 2011,
he was appointed as SCO’s Conducting Assistant.
He has also held the position of Assistant Conductor
at the China Youth Philharmonic Orchestra.

Demand for Gay's powerful conducting style has
grown beyond Singapore’s shores. By 2019, he had
conducted the Singapore National Youth Chinese
Orchestra (SNYCO) in Beijing, Shanghai and Suzhou
over two concert tours. Upon invitation, Gay led the

Associate Conductor

National University of Singapore Chinese Orchestra
(NUSCO) to perform at the Hsinchu Chinese
Orchestra Festival 2019 in Taiwan. In the same year, he
was also invited to be a guest conductor for the Wind-
Sough Classical Chamber Orchestra in Taichung.

Gay's conducting experience extends beyond
Chinese orchestral music. In 2015, he was invited to
collaborate with the Orchestre Régional de Cannes
in France, and in 2017 alone, he conducted the
Moravian Philharmonic Orchestra and the South
Czech Philharmonic in Czech Republic, and the
Berlin Sinfonietta in Germany.

As an erhu performer, Gay was invited to Rennes,
France to perform the Red Plum Capriccio Concerto
with the Orchestre Symphonique de Bretagne and to
helm a workshop in erhu performance at the Institut
Confucius de Bretagne. He has also been honoured
to study with the late erhu doyenne Min Huifen
and erhu master Zhang Shao. Gay is also currently
Executive Committee Member of the Singapore Hugin
Association. He owes his musical journey to Zhang
Yuming, to whom he expresses his heartfelt gratitude.

Bolstering his already impressive portfolio,
Gay also works on compositional arrangement
experience. His arrangement of Gathering for the
StringWerkz quintet received the “Special Prize
for Original Arrangement” at the 2013 3rd Terem
Crossover International Music Competition in
Saint Petersburg, Russia. As Conductor of Jing Ying
Chinese Orchestra, he has led them to numerous
wins at the National Chinese Music Competiton.

The Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra
(SNYCO) is an orchestra organised under the
Ministry of Education’s (MOE) National Project of
Excellence (NPOE). Members of the orchestra come
from a diverse range of backgrounds and have all
been selected through a rigorous process.

Not only do these
concerts give the musicians more performance
opportunities and stage experience, they also help to
promote Chinese music to the communities.

To date, SNYCO has nurtured numerous outstanding

Under the leadership of Music Director Quek Ling
Kiong, SNYCO seeks to nurture aspiring youths to
be the future pillars of Singapore’s Chinese music
scene. Currently, there are over 9o members in
SNYCO between the ages of 10 and 26 who receive
professional tutelage under the guidance of 13 SCO
musicians. They also represent more than 35 schools in
Singapore. Members enrolled in mainstream (MOE)
secondary schools who have sustained involvement
with SNYCO will have their participation recognized
in lieu of a school based Co-Curricular Activity (CCA),
with the potential of receiving the highest CCA grades.

_acclaimed overseas concett tour§'|, the high standards
of SNYCO have firmly established”it as one of the
premier youth orchestras, both locally and regionally.

While promoting Chinese traditions, the Singapore
Chinese Orchestra also takes development and
innovation as important tasks to commission and
perform musical pieces that inscribe a uniquely
Southeast-Asian and Singaporean signature in its
repertoires.

SCO has organised three composition competitions
in 2006, 2011 and 2015.

Over the years, SCO has commissioned a good
number of works which included Chinese orchestral
works with strong Southeast-Asian and local musical
flavours. The first publication "Charms of Nanyang"
contains six award-winning works from the 2006
competition, with each of them touching on a unique
subject matter and mode of musical expression.

SCO has also published 9 winning works from the
2011 & 2015 competitions.
Additionally, SCO seeks to promote local works
for use by educational institutions by publishing 6
simplified versions of popular pieces in our repertoire.
This gives convenient access to free high-quality
scores for orchestras to readily use and perform for
educational purposes.
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SCO launched the Digital Archival Portal in February

The Singapore Conference Hall is located in the heart
of the city centre, and is the Home of the Singapore
Chinese Orchestra. Completed in 1965 as a venue for
large-scale conferences, this architecture combines
functional design with features from a bygone era.
As a historical landmark, it has witnessed many
national and international events that took place
in Singapore. In 1999, after nearly three and a half
decades of service, this well-loved landmark was
closed for an overhaul to modernise its facilities to
accommodate a wider range of events. Despite the
contemporary appeal of its new interiors, its external
fagade remains largely unchanged to preserve its
monumental grandeur and historical significance.
The Singapore Conference Hall was reopened in
September 2001 by then-Deputy Prime Minister Lee
Hsien Loong. The Singapore Conference Hall was
recognised as a National Monument by the National

Heritage Board in December 2010. It is indeed an
honor and a privilege to be part of this prestigious
monument and its history. In 2017, the Singapore
Conference Hall underwent addition and alteration
works. The Concert Hall stage and sound system had
been modernised offering performers and audiences
the best concert experiences. Two new link bridges
had been erected at level 3 at Qing and Zhong foyers
providing direct handicap access to the Concert Hall.
The two main staircases in the Concourse had been
reinstated to their original and historical locations.
The Singapore Conference Hall reopened in February
2018 to the public and had her official Open House in
July 2018. The Singapore Conference Hall is managed
by the Singapore Chinese Orchestra. Our vision is to
embody the spirit of Singapore’s heritage and to be
the hub for arts and music.
