Thirty years in music is more than the passage of time — it is a melody that deepens,
evolves and resonates across generations. For the Singapore Chinese Orchestra, this
has never been a solo but a concerto shaped by many maestro and musicians.

Since our founding, five artistic leaders — Hu Bingxu, Qu Chunquan, Xia Feiyun, Tsung
Yeh, and Quek Ling Kiong — have each guided the orchestra through distinct chapters
of growth. With their individual visions and artistic imprints, they have shaped a voice
that continues to mature into one that is distinctively SCO.

As we celebrate our 30th anniversary under the theme Looking Back, Giving Back, this
season reflects on that shared journey and honours all who have been part of it.

Generations of Legacy, Thirty Years of Resonance

At the heart of every orchestra are the conductors who shape its voice. Since its
founding, the Singapore Chinese Orchestra has been guided by remarkable maestros
who, across generations, have defined its sound and elevated the art of Chinese
orchestral music in Singapore.

Hu Bingxu | The Opening Voice

Founding Music Director (1997-2000)

A distinguished conductor of Peking opera music, Hu Bingxu was instrumental

in laying the orchestra’s foundations. His dynamic presence and magnetic artistry
galvanised the young orchestra, establishing a confident and vivid musical identity
that set the stage for its future growth.

Qu Chunquan | The Lyrical Touch

Deputy Music Director (1997-1998)

Refined and deeply expressive, Qu Chunquan brought warmth and poetic nuance
to the orchestra’s sound. As both composer and conductor, he wove the subtlety of
Jiangnan sizhu traditions into the orchestra’s voice, enriching its tonal palette with
intimacy and lyrical depth.

Xia Feiyun | Shaping the Classical Voice

Principal Guest Conductor (2001)

Known for his rigour and clarity, Xia Feiyun played a pivotal role in strengthening
SCO’s artistic rigour. His authoritative interpretations helped define a repertoire of
contemporary Chinese orchestral works, setting enduring standards of precision and
musical excellence.

Tsung Yeh | Expanding Horizons

Music Director (2002—2022)

Bridging Chinese and Western musical traditions, Tsung Yeh led the orchestra onto
the international stage. He championed new commissions with a distinct Nanyang
character, sharpening SCO’s regional identity while positioning it with confidence in
the global orchestral landscape.

Quek Ling Kiong | The People’s Conductor

Principal Conductor (2023—present)

Affectionately known as the “People’s Conductor”, Quek Ling Kiong carries forward
SCO’s legacy with a spirit of openness and connection. Balancing tradition with
contemporary sensibilities, he continues to shape an orchestra that is both rooted and
relevant, bringing its music ever closer to the community.

Across three decades, these artistic voices have shaped SCO's identity. As we mark
this 30-year milestone, we look back through music and give back through music,
sharing it with all.

Founded in 1996, the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) is Singapore’s only full-time professional Chinese
orchestra. Attracting over 1.5 million listeners annually, it is renowned for its excellence in traditional Chinese music
and unique Singapore flavour.

The SCO, which makes its home at the Singapore Conference Hall, has been helmed by Principal Conductor
Quek Ling Kiong since 2023.

The orchestra has toured major cities in Asia and Europe, with notable appearances at the China Shanghai
International Arts Festival in 2007, 2018, and 2023. In 2022, it performed in Germany with the Nuremberg Symphony
Orchestra at Klassik Open Air, captivating more than 75,000 people. In 2024, SCO successfully completed the China
Concert Tour to Suzhou, Tianjin and Beijing. The orchestra made history in 2023 when Butterfly Lovers, recorded with
Grammy Award-winning violinist Joshua Bell, broke into the United Kingdom’s Official Specialist Classical Chart Top
20 — a first for a Chinese orchestra.

The SCO draws on a wide range of regional musical influences. It commissions original compositions, as well as
arrangements of works from different genres, such as pop, jazz and ethnic folk tunes. As a “People’s Orchestra”,
the SCO fosters appreciation of traditional Chinese music through extensive education and outreach programmes.
The Caring Series, launched in 2007, brings healing music to hospitals, hospices, and elderly homes. The orchestra
hosts workshops and competitions, and performs regularly at schools and community concerts.

SCO’s history and people have been documented in books such as The People’s Orchestra (2016) and SCO Hidden
Gems (2021). It has also launched a Digital Archival Portal to support academic research.

Through these efforts, the SCO continues to further its mission as a top Chinese orchestr
inform generations to come.

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Quek Ling Kiong is the first Principal Conductor of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) to have been born and bred
in Singapore. Widely hailed as the “People’s Conductor”, he has more than 25 years of professional musical experience
under his belt. He assumed the role of Principal Conductor in 2023, after a decade as its Resident Conductor.

He began his journey with the SCO in 1997 as its Percussion Principal after graduating from the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music. A rising star, Quek went on to earn the Singapore National Arts Council’s (NAC) prestigious
Young Artist Award in 2002. As his focus shifted to conducting, he became SCO’s first Conducting Assistant in
2003, before heading to the Zurich University of the Arts where he obtained a diploma in advanced studies in
2008. He took up the baton as the SCO’s Associate Conductor upon returning. Quek curated three concert seasons
since he took over musical leadership as Principal Conductor, and has led the SCO to successful concert tours
and international arts festivals, such as the China Shanghai International Arts Festival in 2023 and the China Tour
in 2024.

Quek is active in the international music scene, with a robust reputation beyond Singapore’s shores. He has guest-
conducted esteemed Chinese orchestras such as the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra, Guangdong Chinese Orchestra,
Jilin Chinese Orchestra, Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra, Taipei Chinese Orchestra and Kaohsiung Chinese Orchestra.
He also conducted symphony orchestras in the Czech Republic during a residency in Europe. Well-versed in the
musical cultures of East and West, he counts maestros Tay Teow Kiat, Xia Feiyun, Tsung Yeh, Johannes Schlaefli,
Marc Kissoczy, Kirk Trevor, Jorma Panula and Kurt Masur and Kirk Trevor among his diverse mentors.

Besides helming one of the world’s leading Chinese orchestras, Quek is also passionate about education. He is
the Music Director of the Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO) and has conducted it since 2004,
taking it on tours to Chinese cities of Shanghai, Beijing, Suzhou and Guangzhou, Eastern Malaysian cities of Kota
Kinabalu, Kuching, and Taiwan. Quek has also led the SNYCO to international arts festivals such as the Tainan
International Arts Festival, Hsinchu Chinese Music Festival and East Malaysia Chinese Music Festival. As Principal
Guest Conductor of Singapore’s Ding Yi Music Company (2016-2022), he also conceptualised the Ding Yi Chinese
Chamber Music Festival and the composition festival Composium.

Quek is known for his bold, charismatic approach to conducting and bringing Chinese orchestral music to the
masses through innovative programmes and storytelling. He led the SCO ensemble in sold-out and acclaimed
shows such as the Young Children’s Concert, Young People’s Concert, Mother’s Day Concert, and Concert-In-
Progress. In line with his desire to bring music to all, he became the Artistic Director of Singapore and Hong Kong's
largest inclusive orchestras — The Purple Symphony and True Colors Symphony — in 2015 and 2019 respectively.

His achievements have garnered him accolades such as the NAC Cultural Fellowship (2013) , the Meritorious Award
by the Composers and Authors Society of Singapore (2016), and the Singapore Chinese Cultural Contribution
Award in the individual category (2025). The Quek Ling Kiong Arts and Culture Scholarship was also established at
the Singapore Management University in 2019 in honour of his contributions to the arts.

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Hailed by The Straits Times as an “excellent young conductor”, Moses Gay’s conducting journey began at age 16,
when he earned high praise from renowned Chinese conductor Ku Lap-man, who called him “a rising star of the
conducting world”, while conducting Phoon Yew Tien’s The Forge Ahead. He graduated with First Class Honours
from the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts and obtained a Master’s Degree in Orchestral Conducting from the China
Conservatory of Music, both on full scholarship.

Moses Gay currently serves as Associate Conductor of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), Principal Tutor
of the National University of Singapore (NUS) Chinese Orchestra, Part-time Lecturer at the NUS Yong Siew Toh
Conservatory of Music, and Principal Guest Conductor of the Wind-Sough Classical Chamber Orchestra.

Throughout his studies, Gay received tutelage from eminent conductors including Roberto Paternostro, Martin
Sieghart, Vance George, Mark Gibson, Leon Gregorian, Wolfgang Doerner, and Marc Trautmann in various
masterclasses and as their assistant. He was mentored by Alexander Polischuk at the Saint Petersburg State
Conservatory and studied under Professor Youqing Yang and Tsung Yeh during his postgraduate studies. In 2011,
while studying at the Conservatory, he was appointed SCO’s Conducting Assistant and Assistant Conductor of the
China Youth Philharmonic Orchestra.

In 2024, Gay was invited as Guest Conductor by the Macau Chinese Orchestra for their “Summer Vibes” Elites Concert.

Gay studied erhu with the late doyenne Min Huifen and master Zhang Shao, and currently serves as Executive
Member of the Singapore Huqin Association. He expresses heartfelt gratitude to Zhang Yuming, to whom he owes
his musical journey.

His work bridges Eastern
and Western musical traditions through a repertoire spanning symphonic literature, contemporary works, Chinese
orchestral music, and opera. He serves as Associate Conductor of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra and Conductor
of the Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra. Since founding Wayfarer Sinfonietta in 2021, Lien has
established the ensemble as one of Singapore’s most adventurous musical forces.

Lien has conducted over 5o orchestras and ensembles in 22 countries across three continents, including the
Singapore Symphony Orchestra, Thailand Philharmonic Orchestra, Hong Kong Sinfonietta, Sichuan Symphony
Orchestra, and NFM Wroctaw Philharmonic. Highlights include conducting Esplanade’s 20oth anniversary gala
concert and the closing gala concert of the 14th China—ASEAN Music Festival in Nanning. He has appeared at
festivals including the Shenzhen Belt & Road International Music Festival, IntAct Festival, Thailand International
Composition Festival, and Gdarisk Music Festival, and regularly conducts opera productions across Asia.

Previously, Lien was Assistant Conductor of the Polish National Radio Symphony Orchestra (2016—2018) and
at the Richard Strauss Festival (2018). He was selected for prestigious programmes including the Peter E6tvés
Foundation Mentoring Program, Tanglewood Music Center, and Lucerne Festival Academy, where he studied
with the late Bernard Haitink and Peter E6tvés. His ties to the Singapore Chinese Orchestra trace back to its
conducting workshops with Conductor Emeritus Tsung Yeh. He won Second Prize at the 2018 Antal Dordti and
Second Distinction at the 2017 Grzegorz Fitelberg international conducting competitions.

Lien has served on the faculty of the Yong Siew Toh Conservatory of Music since 2019, where he directs the
contemporary music ensemble OpusNovus and teaches conducting. Under his leadership, the ensemble has
toured China and Australia. In 2024, he was appointed Visiting Lecturer of Large Ensembles at the Princess Galyani
Vadhana Institute of Music. He holds a Doctor of Musical Arts from the Eastman School of Music, where he
received the Walter Hagen Conducting Prize, Eastman’s top conducting award.

The Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO) is an orchestra organised under the Ministry of
Education’s (MOE) National Project of Excellence (NPOE). Members of the orchestra come from a diverse range
of backgrounds and have all been selected through a rigorous process. Every year, recruitment is open to tertiary
and arts institutions, and also mainstream primary and secondary schools. In the 2024 Singapore Chinese Music
Competition, 17 musicians from SNYCO won 1 Solo Grand Category, 7 First Prizes, 5 Second Prizes and 4 Third Prizes.
From its inception, SNYCO holds 3 major ticketed concerts annually and since 2017, it has taken the additional step
of performing in outreach and educational concertsin neighbourhood schools, the heartlands and communities.
Not only do these concerts give the musicians more performance opportunities and stage experience, they also
help to promote Chinese music to the communities.

To date, SNYCO has nurtured numerous outstanding musicians, and among them, eleven have successfully joined
the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), establishing themselves as professional full-time musicians. Besides
becoming professional musicians and distinguished members of the Singapore Chinese music fraternity, many
other SNYCO members have also moved on to become respected professionals in their respective fields, making
innumerable contributions to both the Singapore arts scene and various corporations and institutions.

Under the leadership of Music Director Quek Ling Kiong, SNYCO seeks to nurture aspiring youths to be the future
pillars of Singapore’s Chinese music scene. Currently, there are over go members in SNYCO between the ages of 10
and 26 who receive professional tutelage under the guidance of 13 SCO musicians. They also represent more than 35
schools in Singapore. Members enrolled in mainstream (MOE) secondary schools who have sustained involvement
with SNYCO will have their participation recognized in lieu of a school based Co-Curricular Activity (CCA), with the
potential of receiving the highest CCA grades.

From the many sold-out concerts to the critically acclaimed overseas concert tours, the high standards of SNYCO
have firmly established it as one of the premier youth orchestras, both locally and regionally. With the full support of
the Ministry of Culture, Community and Youth and the National Arts Council, under the experienced management
of SCO, SNYCO enjoys exceptional resources and facilities. SNYCO will persevere in its mission to inspire, nurture,
and develop our youth into exemplary music advocates to serve the community.
